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Community devastated after loss of popular venue

FAMILIES were evacuated from
their homes last night as a blaze
gutted a working men’s club.

A 200-yard stretch of road was
sealed off, as 50 firefighters
battled the blaze at Silverdale
Working Men’s Club from 4.45pm
yesterday.

Police are investigating the
cause of the fire.

Three people inside the club at
the time of the fire managed to
escape unharmed. Fire investig-
ators today confirmed the club
would have to be demolished.

Club committee member, Den-
nis Johnson, said today: “Every-
body from Silverdale comes in the
club, both young and old. It’s at the
heart of the community and lots of
groups and sports teams use the
building. Every night of the week
there’s something going on.

“It’s a massive blow to the vil-

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lage, but we are determined that
the club will rise again from the
ashes. It’s one of the best clubs in
the area as far as we’re con-
cerned.”

Lynda Brookes, who used to
work at the club, said the blaze has
left the community heartbroken.

She said: “It’s one of the most
friendly clubs. It’s a great social
club, so it’s heartbreaking to lose

it. 'm gutted because we have had
some happy times at that club.
“The most important thing is
that we get the club back up and
running as soon as possible.”
Silverdale resident Ian Gilmore
said: “The club is part of the com-
munity. Everyone meets in the
club and lots of community
groups use the building as well. It
is a massive loss to the com-

Fire crews were today continu-
ing to monitor the fire.

A fire service spokesman said:
“On arrival, fire crews were con-
fronted by a severe fire, which
engulfed the entire building.

“The premises were totally des-
troyed by fire, and on advice of the
building inspector will be demol-
ished. At the height of the fire, 50
firefighters were involved to
extinguish the blaze and residents
immediately opposite the club
were evacuated.”

A police spokesman said: ‘A
number of residents left their
homes due to the amount of
smoke. The area was cordoned off
by the police while the fire and
rescue service tackled the blaze.”

Now its current bill is almost £200
million and has led to the loss of 2,000 jobs in
North Staffordshire.

This has led the workforce of Wedgwood in the
city to drop from 4,000 shopfloor staff — as
well as substantial levels of administration
workers — to around 2,500 people.

In 1998 the company cut 500 jobs and a
further 500 administrative posts went in
2001. In 2003, the company shed a further
700 people following its decision to shift
production of its Johnson Brothers’ brand out
of Stoke-on-Trent to China — a plan that has
cost the business £44 million over two years.
Waterford said 950 jobs will be lost as a result
of the merger between the two pottery giants
— although 450 have already gone after the
closure of the Nile Street factory in Burslem.
About 100 retail and 200 distribution jobs are
targeted to go worldwide as the operations of
Royal Doulton and Wedgwood unite.
